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America. The ease of access has
brought a great deal more business to
Whittier and has enhanced the town’s
status as a travel destination.

Whittier now boasts coffee houses
and restaurants that serve fresh Prince
William Sound seafood. A museum
primarily dedicated to WWII and
Whittier’s roll in the war has recently
opened. There are numerous hiking
trails for all levels of outdoor enthusi-

asts—from short gentle walks to
adventurous hikes that allow you to
experience the lush rainforest that
surrounds this town. This western
side of Prince William Sound is home
to a large concentration of tidewater
glaciers, which are just a short cruise
from Whittier. Wildlife-sightseeing
cruises, kayaking, fishing and SCUBA
diving are other popular activities
available in Whittier.
