Sheldon Jackson Museum
• Featuring the collection of Dr. Sheldon 
Jackson, General Agent of Education be-
tween 1880-1900, this is one of the old-
est Native culture collections in Alaska. It 
is the oldest concrete building in Alaska & 
was erected in 1895.  Located a short walk 
along Lincoln Street, the museum gives a 
well documented history of the state and 
accurate perspective on Native culture and 
life in the North. In summer, an artist dem-
onstration program is scheduled. 104 Col-

Sitka National Historical Park 
• The 107-acre park preserves and inter-
prets the site of a Tlingit Indian Fort and 
an important battle fought between the 
Russians and the Tlingits in 1804.  There 
is a fine collection of Haida and Tlingit to-
tem poles (moved from the Louisiana Ex-
position in St. Louis in 1904). The museum 
contains an exhibit of Tlingit and Russian 
artifacts.  An active Tlingit arts program 
inside the main park building offers an 
opportunity for the public to watch and 
talk to Native Indian artisans at Southeast 
Alaska Indian Cultural Center. Enjoy the 
self-guided, oceanside trail leading past 
several totems to the site of the Tlingit fort.
